All Bosses are layered foam.

As the field is part of a working farm all arrows MUST be accounted for! Lost arrows should be reported
to the judges who should also be advised when missing arrows are found. If shooting full carbon
arrows, we prefer that they have pin nocks fitted as this would assist us when searching for potential
strays.

Drug Testing

Archers competing at record status tournaments may be liable to drug testing. Competitors who are
approached to give samples must comply. Non-compliance will be treated as a positive result.

Rules

Archery GB Rules of Shooting will apply. Only clothing in compliance with Rule 307 will be permitted.
Blue Denim, Olive Drab and Camouflage are not allowed. Archer’s names, manufacturers logos, club
logos and sponsors logos are allowed. The only other wording or logos permissible must represent
archery organisations.

The tournament organisers have the right to exclude any persons from the field for unreasonable
behaviour. The Chairman of Judges is responsible for the safe conduct of the shoot at all times and the
judge’s decision is final and must be obeyed.
