Awards Medal will be awarded based on the highest score for each bow style, senior, junior & gender per 
round. 
Awards presented will vary based on number of archers per group: 

 1-2 archers = Gold medal.  
 3 archers = Gold & Silver medal.  
 4 plus archers = Gold, Silver & Bronze medals
