Rules:  Portsmouth:60 arrows at 20 yards on a 60cm face – all bow types excluding Compound 
Compound will shoot on a 3 spot with inner gold counting as 10.  
3 arrows ends, 2 ends of sighters: Alternating AB/CD throughout. 
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WA18 All will shoot a 3-spot face apart from Longbow / Barebow that shoot full 40cm 
face 
60 arrows, 3 arrow ends, 2 ends of practice, Alternating AB/CD throughout 
 
Combined WA25/WA18 
WA25 round at 25 meters on a 60cm target, followed by a WA18 round at 18 meters on a 
40cm target  
Compound will shoot 3 spot faces 
Recurve, Longbow and Barebow will shoot a full 60 face followed by 
Recurve WA18 3 spot 
Longbow /Barebow 40cm face 
 
WA and Archery GB rules apply including dress regulations.
