Equipment Inspection will take place from 8am, Assembly will be at 8.30am 
followed by up to 45 mins of Practice. 

 

Shooting Details 
 

There will be four archers per boss in two details using foam bosses on H frames.  
All arrows will be shot in ends of 6 in 4 minutes. Senior Recurve & Senior Longbow 
Archers will shoot 70m at a 122cm face. All Barebow Archers will shoot at 50m at a 
122cm face. 50+ Recurve and Longbow, Junior Recurve & Junior Longbow Archers will 
shoot 60m at a 122cm face. All Compound Archers will shoot 50m at individual 80cm 
faces (5 zone scoring).  
All disciplines controlled by lights. 

Awards Gold Medals will be awarded for all categories, Gold and Silver medals will be 
awarded for categories with three or more entrants and Gold, Silver and Bronze 
medals will be awarded in categories with six or more entrants. 

Entry Fee £20 

Closing Date 8th April 2026 or when the tournament is full – No entries will be accepted after the 
closing date. There will be no refunds after this date.

General Data 
Protection 
Regulation (GDPR) 

When you enter competitions the following information may be collected and shared 
with Tournament Organisers, scoring systems and other competitors. For example 
target lists and results may be published: First Name, Surname, Gender, Bow Style, 
Archery GB number, Age Category, Club, Round, Disabled (Y/N). Juniors Date of Birth 
is only used for selecting / checking correct round shot. Contact information such as 
email, addresses & phone numbers will not be published and only available to the 
Tournament Organiser to enable them to contact the archer if required to do so. The 
information supplied will be held no longer than two years after the event to enable 
the tournament organiser to send Results from that year, contact you the following 
year with the event information or for the return of any trophies won.
