Awards

Medals will be allocated based on entries for each category.
1-3 entries 1 place medal
4-5 entries 2" place medal
6+ entries 3™ place medal

Juniors may enter the senior class on payment of senior fee but will not qualify for junior
awards.

Agents / Scorer

We ask anyone entering our competitions that require an agent/scorer that they bring
someone along on the day of the competition to act as their agent/scorer.

We have a limited field party at the club who will have other other duties on the day of the
competition. So we are unlikely to have spare people to assist.

Dogs

Dogs are welcomed, however must stay behind the tent line. If they become noisy or
aggressive, they must be removed from the archery field.

Photos

Anyone wishing to use photographic/video equipment at a tournament must register prior
to the start of the shoot.
