Four archers per boss in two details of two. All arrows will be shot in ends of 6 in 4 minutes.
» All Recurve/Longbow Senior and U21 will shoot 70m at a 122cm face.
» All Recurve/Longbow 50+ and U18 will shoot 60m at a 122cm face.
* All Barebow will shoot at 50m at a 122cm face.
* All Compound will shoot 50m at individual 80cm faces (5 zone scoring).
* Archery GB U16-U12 Metric Rounds if space is available (please email TO if interested).

Arrows

The venue is a school sports field and all arrows MUST be found.

It is the archer’s responsibility to ensure that all arrows and parts of are accounted for and not left
on the field. Remember that metal detectors will not detect full-carbon arrows.
